Endowment – an endowment is an arrangement where the principal or contribution amount is deposited into an investment account. The original funds may never be touched. The endowment is in perpetuity. Only the interest generated from the endowment is used to fund the scholarship. A minimum of $25,000 is required to establish an Endowment.

□
Quasi-Endowment – A quasi-endowment is similar to an endowment. However, with the scholarship, the principal contribution may be used if sufficient interest is not generated to fund the scholarship.  A minimum of $25,000 is required to establish a Quasi- Endowment.
□
General Named Scholarship – This type of scholarship requires a $1,000 contribution to establish. This can be funded all at one time or billed yearly.  A nominal management fee will be assessed on all contributions received.  Fee waived for Foundation Scholarships.
□
Transitory Named Scholarship – This type of scholarship does not require a $1,000 contribution to establish. (for example, Memorial Scholarships may be awarded only once).  A nominal management fee will be assessed on all contributions received.

Scholarships are awarded on an academic year basis (half for fall and half for spring semesters) providing the recipients continue to meet the designated criteria. You will have opportunities throughout the year to meet your scholar and receive updates on their progress. 
Scholarships pay for tuition, books, fees, supplies and other expenses as directed by specific scholarship agreements.  Tuition ranges from $2000 – $5,000 per semester depending on the primary program and delivery method (online, in–person, hybrid class, etc.).
